Perceptions of Environmental Issues in Turkey: Problems, Obstacles and
Opportunities
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OZET

Bu calisma Uluslararasi Sosyal Bilimler Programi’nin (USBP) 2010 tarihinde cevre Uizerine otuz bir (lkede
gerceklestirdigi anket calismasinin Tirkiye verisini kullanarak vatandaslarin gevre {izerine algilarini tartismaktadir.
Calisma, Tirkiye’de farkli demografik gruplarin ¢evre ile alakali benzer endiseler dile getirdiklerini; ancak, bu
endiselerini siyasi aktorlere iletebilecekleri kurumsal mekanizmalardan yoksun olduklarini ortaya koymaktadir.
Calisma ayrica, kirsal niifusun gevre ile alakali ortaya koydugu algi ve egilimlerdeki farkliliklara dikkat gekmektedir.
Son olarak, Turkiye 6rneginin farkh tlkelerle karsilastiriimasi gevre sorunlarina etkin ¢oéziimler getirebilmis Almanya
ornegini 6ne gikarmaktadir.
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ABSTRACT

Present study discusses citizen’s perceptions and attitudes about environment in Turkey. For this purpose, it
utilizes International Social Science Program’s (ISSP) cross-country survey on environment, which was conducted in
2010 across thirty-one countries. The study’s findings show that citizens of different demographic groups in Turkey
mention similar concerns about the environment. Yet they also lack instituonal mechanisms to communicate these
concerns to political actors. The study also underlines rural population’s different perceptions and attitudes
towards environmental issues in comparison with other demographic groups. Last but not the least, the
comparison of the Turkish case with different countries highlights Germany as an important case study.
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
